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PROGRAMME OVERVIEW: 

The radio programme that you'll work on is on air daily between 09:00 to 11:00. The programme takes a political 
focus, with an analysis of financial market trends, political current affairs in Argentina, Economics (Local and 
International) and a review of everyday events and news. The show often features telephone interviews with guest 
speakers. 

The Radio Programme 

The radio station, the only Jewish Radio in Latin America, is a unique Spanish-language enterprise that was founded 
in 1992. It has three daily news correspondents from Israel, as well as constant journalistic presence in each place 
where facts are generated.  The radio station also discusses art, books, and other topics that help form a bridge 
between different Spanish-speaking countries. 

Work Content. 

They are generators and diffusers of multiple artistic and cultural projects. They have summoned international artists, 
published books and discs and organized conferences and debates with important personalities. Many of these 
initiatives have generated public recognition at national and international levels. 

On your placement you will act as an assistant to the producer which will require you to have a high standard of 
Spanish. You will make calls for the producer, look up news of the past, and research certain topics that will be 
discussed on the show. All of your work will be conducted in Spanish. You will gain a real insight into the running of a 
radio production along with a general understanding about current affairs issues in Argentina. You will assist the 
producer with international news research, and, depending on your level of Spanish may be required to make 
telephone calls to various local newspapers, etc.  

 

LOCATION:  

The romance of Argentina takes one's breath away. The natural wonders 
alone take some beating! From the northern deserts to the southern Andean 
Cordillera, from Iguazú Falls to the magnificent desolation of Patagonia, 
Argentina's geography is varied and s tunning. 

Cosmopolitan Buenos Aires: This fabulous city is renowned for its 
sophistication and has a surprisingly European feel about it. BA is reminiscent 
of Paris and its tree-lined avenues and frequent plazas have a beguiling, faded 
elegance. Downtown, the Plaza de Mayo is the traditional focus of activity. 
Nearby Avenida 9 de Julio is popularly known as the world's widest 
thoroughfare and, with its nine lanes of traffic, is truly a pedestrian's nightmare! 
Avenida Santa Fe is the most fashionable shopping area. 

Argentina is geared up to thrill - from nights tangoing in the chic quarter of 
Buenos Aires to gaucho riding in the grasslands of the Pampas. Dynamic and 
bustling, a city which seems never to sleep, Buenos Aires is one of the most 
exciting cities in Latin America. Tango was born here, restaurants serve all 
manner of world cuisines, bars play the latest music, cafés spill on to the 
streets and nightclubs allow dancing throughout the night. 

 

ACCOMMODATION & FOOD: 

There are two choices for accommodation in Buenos Aires. Depending 
on your preferences you can either stay in the modern hostel, in the 
young and trendy neighbourhood of Palermo, with other volunteers or, 
if you would prefer a more cultural experience, you can be placed with 
a host family and be fluent in Spanish is no time! 

HOSTEL: You'll live a hostel situated in a beautifully renovated historic 
building in Downtown Buenos Aires, very conveniently located for 
exploring the city and doing shopp ing. It's big enough to be sociable 
and fun, yet small enough to feel at home; a real chance to immerse 
yourself in Argentine culture. 

You'll share a dorm room and have access to kitchen facilities. The 
hostel boasts of several amenities like internet and Wi-Fi, a common area, DVD room, library, book exchange and a 
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housekeeping service. 
 
Food: You’ll be given an allowance for your meals (breakfast and dinner, lunch is excluded projects in Buenos 
Aires). This arrangement is to give you the flexibility to sample the great Argentinean food. Right on the door step of 
the hostel there are many cafes and restaurants with great priced menus just waiting for you….the choice is yours! 

HOST FAMILY: If you would prefer a more cultural experience, we can arrange for you to stay with a local 
Argentinean family. Host family accommodation gives you the opportunity to become more integrated in the local 
community and is ideal if you want to practice your Spanish (Basic/intermediate Spanish is required to stay with a 
Host Family). You'll have a comfortable private room and use of the kitchen. Breakfast and dinner is provided every 
day and you will usually share a typical Argentinean meal with your family.  

Facilities in host families do vary, but you will have the opportunity to express your preferences regarding the type of 
family that you stay with (for example, a family with/without children, pets etc). If you stay in a host family you will be 
provided with the contact details of other volunteers living in Buenos Aires at the same time as you so that you won't 
miss out on any socialising! 

Please note that if you'd prefer to live with a host family, there is an additional supplement of £107 per week, with 
half-board.

 

VISAS:  

Visas are not required for a stay of 90 days if you are a British Passport holder. If you're from another country, we'll 
liaise with you about your visa requirements, but don’t worry if you do require one we will liaise with you about your 
visa requirements, and make the visa process very easy.  

 

FLIGHTS: 

You have the option to arrange your own flights or we can assist you with your flight arrangements. If you would like 
us to do this for you, we will liaise with you regarding available flights and dates to suit you. All arrangements for your 
flight bookings/payments will be fulfilled by Murray Rogers Travel Limited, ATOL No. 6856.  

 

INDUCTION ON ARRIVAL: 

When you arrive, you will be welcomed at the airport by our Argentina Organiser, who will take you to your 
accommodation. During your first few days you will be given an induction so that you can learn about Argentina and 
its culture, as well as useful information like how to use the transport system etc.

COUNTRY PROFILE: 

Latin America… The Andes…. Iguaçu Falls… Argentina is both majestic and flamboyant! Buenos Aires is one of 
the most exciting cities in Latin America. Dynamic and bustling, it is the city that never sleeps. Tango was born here, 
restaurants serve all manner of world cuisines, bars play the latest music, cafés spill on to the streets and nightclubs 
allow dancing throughout the night.  

West of the Capital is another Argentina, the pam pas, a great open plain home to cattle and sheep estancias 
(ranches). Far west of Buenos Aires lies the Andes, separating Argentina from Chile. The Andean provinces range 
from the high plateaus and steep and isolated valleys of the northwest to the lakes and forests of the Lake District and 
the glaciers of the far south.  

Away from the Pampas, much of Argentina is covered by deserts: these range from the burnt landscapes of the 
Chaco and cactus expanses of the west and northwest, to the great steppes which cover most of Patagonia. The 
Atlantic coastline stretches south from Buenos Aires to Tierra del Fuego. The stretch just south of the capital is lined 
with beach resorts, the most famous of which is Mar del Plata, seen by Argentines as 'the Biarritz of Argentina'. The 
southern beaches are occupied by penguins and sea lions.  

There are 4 clear seasons.....hot in summer, 35°C average and cold in the winter around 4 – 6° 

 

THINGS TO DO IN: ARGENTINA 

 Visit one of the most spectacular sights in South America, the Iguaçu Falls - an immense natural wonder 
dwarfing even Niagara Falls with its beauty and power. The falls divide into some 275 separate cascading 
waterfalls catching the light and creating a kaleidoscope of rainbows in their spray. 

 Adventure and mountain sports enthusiasts should head to Argentina’s biggest wine region, Mendoza. Set in 
the foothills of the Andes mountains, it’s a paradise for adrenaline junkies.   

 Dance the Tango! Enigmatic, sultry, elegant and exuberantly passionate. Getting to grips with this dance is 
no easy feat but Buenos Aires is certainly the place to learn.
